Eugenia is a set of glasses, complete with a jug and decanter, designed to cater to
every requirement of contemporary dining. The name is a direct tribute to Alberto
Alessi and his passion for wine which culminated in the founding of the company “La
signora Eugenia e il passero solitario”, whose products come in a bottle inspired by
a design by Leonardo da Vinci. Taking his cue from the iconic shape of the winery’s
bottle, Fukasawa developed a set characterised by pure, essential design, featuring
a line with an obtuse angle, "Donkaku" in Japanese, which becomes the formal
characteristic of the entire set.

Born in Yamanashi Prefecture, Japan in 1956,
Naoto Fukasawa studied product design in
Tokyo, starting his career there. From 1989 to
1996, he worked in Silicon Valley, then headed the
Tokyo office of IDEO until establishing his own
studio there in 2003. His approach to design is
based on absolute simplicity aimed at reaching
three-way harmony between people, objects
and space. Fukasawa works for numerous
companies around the world - electronic
equipment, furniture, interiors and architecture.
He teaches at the design department of Tama
Art University, his alma mater. Fukasawa is the
recipient of the 2018 Isamu Noguchi Award and
many other accolades.

When the lip touches the glass, you feel the
obtuse angle that is simple enough but quite unique detail. During the process of
making the shape and size Alessi consulted with the professional wine master to
check the size and all the details, to test the drinking experience of the wine. Each
decision was not just casual, but much thoughtful. It is quite a formal wine glass but
yet very unique and outstanding.”
